Director’s Report
1. Brenda has reviewed 4 applications for the security position.  She has selected a candidate and the background check is under way.

4. The TLA convention is at the end of next week and the library will be closed so that the staff can attend.

5. The Parks board has begun the setup of the new park next to the library.  Stakes have been put up for the new public restrooms.  Brenda would like the board to get involved with the Parks board meetings so that we can be present to discuss possible conflicts with our plans for expanding the building.  The board meets the 4th Thursday of every month at 6pm at City Hall.  We all agree that our participation is important. Old Business
